The Town Mayor confirmed that Seaton Town Council supports Seatons Voice’s aspirations to return the Town Hall to the community. This can be seen in two Council resolutions (min #189 and Min#207). The Town Mayor stated that the Council has reviewed and received all the documentation except confirmation from EDDC that they are entering into a long-term operational transfer of the Town Hall to Seaton Voice only that it is a shared ambition between EDDC and Seatons Voice.

For Seaton Town Council to release funds of £30,000 we need to ensure that Seatons Voice has tenure over the Town Hall. The Town Council have a duty to all the Council Tax payers in Seaton (over 3,500) to ensure that public funds are spent and used responsibly and we feel very uncomfortable about releasing public money of this magnitude until firm tenure is guaranteed.
