Prior to the start of the meeting, Mr Kimmo Evans of the East Devon District Council ANOB staff gave a short talk on projects grant aided in the area before presenting the Council with the Seaton and Beer Tithe Map.

193. Apologies for absence and to consider whether to approve reasons given. 
Apologies for absence had been received from Cllr’s M Greenyer (work), D Jackson (abroad), R Morgan (unwell) and M Fisher (unwell)

It was Resolved to accept and approve apologies.

194. Police Report

PC Norton reported six crimes in February compared to sixteen in February 2010, before briefing Members on the recent PACT sessions and the action plans arising from these to deal with the three priority public areas of concern; speeding and anti-social driving; anti social behaviour; dog fouling.
195. Declarations of Interest. Members to declare any interests they may have in agenda items that accord with the requirements of the Local Authorities (Model Code of Conduct) Order 2007 SI No.1159. (NB this does not preclude any later declarations).
Cllr Knight declared an interest as both a Devon County Councillor and East Devon District Councillor (particularly in the Clock Tower), Cllrs Mrs Jones and Burrows declared interests as East Devon District Council Members (particularly the Clock Tower). Cllr Mrs Jones also stated all East Devon District Council members were now subject to purdah.

No reports had been rendered. Cllr Knight verbally reported the Devon County Council Highways and Transport Orders Committee (HATOC) did not agree to impose a 7.5 tonne weight limit through Axmouth at the last meeting.

It was Resolved to note.

201. Notice of Motion: This Council considers the Traffic Management Review within a year proposed by Devon County Council as totally unacceptable. The town of Seaton was not given the option of not having parking meters from the beginning and so we request that they are suspended until a proper and fair review takes place (Cllr Burrows)
Cllr G Jones joined the meeting at this stage.

The motion was so Resolved.

202. Finance:

a. To approve the March payments - It was resolved to approve. 
b. To consider the adequacy of the internal audit - It was resolved to confirm the adequacy of the internal audit. The Clerk was tasked to seek cheaper internet service providers and to do the same for internal auditors.

203. To consider the 2011 Risk Management Policy

With the addition of “Rating Low” below Management it was resolved to accept the 2011 Risk Management Policy document.

204. To note the present location of the stonework to commemorate the opening of the West Walk in 1924 and to consider whether action should be taken to recover it from East Devon District Council with a view to using it for some contemporary or future Council need. (Clerk)

It was Resolved to write to East Devon District Council to stake claim to the stone work and to ask East Devon District Council to kindly ensure it is safely stored.

205. It was proposed the Council takes over the responsibility for the maintenance of the clock tower in Jubilee Gardens from East Devon District Council (Cllr Ms S Jones)

The Clerk reported he had received seventeen email’s from residents, all supporting the proposal. East Devon District Council had confirmed that the cost of repairing the clock striker and the tower would be at least £4,000. 

It was Resolved the Council would work together with East Devon District Council to bring the clock to full working order and to refurbish the tower.

Seafield Road – It was Resolved to write to Devon County Council to ask that a two hour waiting limit be imposed between 0900 and 1800 hours daily.

Scalwell Lane – It was Resolved to take no further action.
