Public participation
Members’ attention was drawn to an error in the timing of this meeting on the Council’s website.  The chairman advised that this had been brought to the Clerk’s attention.

67/11.Apologies

There were none.

68/11. Minutes

Cllr Meakin stated that he had not received minutes of the meetings listed,  The Chairman was asked to contact the Clerk and request that as previously agreed, Members should receive hard copies of all agendas and minutes, and that any items that remained uncollected in councillors’  pigeonholes by the Wednesday before a meeting should be posted to them, to ensure that all councillors had necessary paperwork in time for meetings.

Minutes of the meetings of 1st August, 22nd August and 26th September were approved and signed by the Chairman.

It was noted that clarification on negative figures noted in budget to month 5 had not been circulated to members as requested at the last meeting.  The Chairman was asked to request that this information be e-mailed to Members.

70/11.To approve payments for Month 6

Payments for month 6 were approved 

71/11. To note Budget to date

Budget to date was noted.  Members commented that it was looking healthy with two items of income not budgeted for.

72/11. To agree items to be put forward for Town Manager’s Budget
It was agreed that Cllrs Pigott and Mrs Sanham should put the following items forward to the next Steering Group meeting:
a) Arrange for all street signs to be cleaned – either by requesting appropriate Authority to organise or arranging for a contractor to undertake ;

b) Arrange for all street furniture to be painted : railings, lighting columns, waste bins, etc ;

c) Arrange for town to be weeded, in particular the Square ;

d) Consider a Christmas market located in either the public realm or town centre, or additional Christmas activities to complement those being organised by the Chamber of Commerce ;

73/11. To consider items for inclusion in budget 2011/12

Cllrs Meakin, Pigott, Mrs Christmas and Mrs Sedgwick all undertook to raise this item with their committees at meetings to be held during the next two weeks to enable proposals to be put forward for inclusion in a draft budget for the November Finance & General Purposes Committee.

The following suggestions were put forward with the request that the Clerk cost them in readiness for the November meeting:

a) Ramp from St Gregory’s to the public footpath at Seaton Marshes – agreed that this should be made useable or removed altogether as it presented a health and safety hazard.  It was agreed that the Clerk should investigate the background to the current situation, in particular to contact the vicar of St Gregorys and the chief engineer at EDDC, to establish responsibility and opportunities for partnership funding with EDDC, St Gregory’s Church and other local community groups.  It was agreed that with imminent improvements to the footpath and completion of The Stop Line Way, all efforts should be made to improve this facility.
b) Data projector – such equipment would enable members to consider planning applications at meetings.

c) Cliff Field Gardens :

(i) Tarmac paths

(ii) Improved signage

(iii) Make boules pitch operational 

(iv) Seeded parking and driving grids
74/11. To consider items for inclusion in a 3 year plan

It was noted there were a number of significant projects being considered for the town that would require substantial expenditure if they were to progress. The Council would therefore need to consider them in more detail once further information was produced by the relevant Working Parties and other organisations:

a) St Clare’s

b) Esplanade Pedestrianisation 

c) Coastal Transport landing stage
In addition it was agreed that the provision of barriers at the entrance to Fore Street should be explored as access restrictions were constantly flouted, resulting in this “pedestrianised” street having become a normal traffic route.  It was agreed that this matter should be taken forward by the Traffic Group and by Cllr Knight in his capacity as DCC member.  The Clerk was requested to progress and to discuss funding with DCC for options for restricting traffic in accordance with the traffic regulations.  It was further proposed that the kerbs in Fore Street be removed in line with the design of Queen Street, again for this to be taken forward by the Traffic Group.
