Apologises were accepted and approved.

Cllr Mrs S Jones declared an interest as an East Devon District Council Member (item 8), Cllr G Jones declared an interest in item 16 (allotment tenant) and Cllr P Burrows declared an interest as an East Devon District Council member.

RESOLVED – that the minutes of the Finance and General Purposes Committee Meeting held on 31 January 2011  be signed as a correct record.

35.To consider whether the Council should join the Queen Elizabeth 11 Fields Challenge

It was RESOLVED to nominate the Picnic Area at Seaton Down Hill as a Queen Elizabeth 11 Field site and also to write to East Devon District Council to ask they consider nominating the following sites; Tracey’s Field, Cliff Field Gardens, Seafield Gardens, Jubilee Gardens, the Underfleet Play Area and Skateboard Park, Windsor Gardens, Cricket pitch, football pitch and Elizabeth Road playing fields. 

 36. To note the closure, by Devon County Council, of the rural skip service at Colyford Road with effect 31 March 2011.

 It was RESOLVED to write to Devon County Council to state their policy of ceasing the rural skip service is a great mistake. 

It will have the effect of increasing individual carbon footprints (which is contrary to their’s and national policy); it will place a great social burden on the community as the primarily elderly population struggles to dispose of their large and heavy refuse at the Devon County Council static recycling sites; and will undoubtedly lead to an increase in fly-tipping which East Devon District Council will have to clear up, thus adding to the Council tax costs. It was also RESOLVED to write to East Devon District Council to make them aware of the likely increased fly-tipping menace.
37. To consider a letter from Sustainable Seaton with regard to tree planting in Harbour Road.
It was RESOLVED to note the contents of the letter from Sustainable Seaton, to have the Council handyman paint the tree guards before the start of the season and to plant clematis or climbing nasturtiums in each tree guard; and to ask Sustainable Seaton plant Whitebeem in November once they have funding. 

38. To consider a letter from East Devon District Council with regard to the granting of a concession to operate a passenger boat from Seaton beach by Mr Brian Sanderson.

It was RESOLVED to write to East Devon District Council to express the view the Council would be delighted to have a passenger boat operating from Seaton beach, provided it meets all the necessary statutory requirements.
39. To note the Council’s Fire Risk Assessment and orders dated 1 March 2011.
It was RESOLVED to note.
40. To note the Minutes of a meeting held in Exmouth to consider lessons to be learned concerning heavy snow.

It was RESOLVED to note.

41. To consider a request from M Milton 51 Newlands Park for the provision of a grit bin in the area of number 58.

It was RESOLVED to agree to M Milton’s request and to ask Cllr Knight if he was willing to fund the grit bin from his Devon County Council locality budget.

42. To consider a request from Seaton Chamber of Commerce for the Council to cover the public liability insurance costs for the Cycle Festival bunting and to note  the Seaton Chamber of Commerce offer to work with the Council on Seaton in Bloom matters.
It was RESOLVED to agree to the Council’s insurance covering the public liability costs of the Cycle Festival bunting, and no other costs, and to kindly note the statement by the Chamber of Commerce to work with the Council on Seaton in Bloom matters.
43. To note the route of the Stop Line National Cycleway from the Underfleet to its terminus in Harbour Road and to agree to surrender of a narrow strip of the Council’s rented land at the western edge of their play area at the Underfleet, to facilitate the construction of the cycle route at this point. Members should note that surrender of this land will not involve any expense by the Council and will necessitate the re-positioning of one picnic bench only.

It was RESOLVED to note the route of the Stop Line National Cycleway from the Underfleet to Harbour Road, and to agree to the surrender of a small strip of the Underfleet play area to facilitate the route’s construction at this point.

44. New Notice Board for the Square. Members are requested to note that this project is currently not funded. Minute 124 dated 8 November 2010 gave authority for the spending of up to “£5000 from ear marked reserves” but did not identify which of the ear marked reserves were to be used. It is assumed the Council intended to fund the project from “general reserves”. This point will be clarified at the March 2011 Council meeting. (the original decision was taken by the full Council).

 It was RESOLVED to seek the agreement of Devon County Council to the proposed siting of the board in the Square and to seek the views of East Devon District Council with regard to planning consent before an order is placed.

45. To consider the report by the Internal Auditor following his last visit on 1 March 2011 and to consider the RFO’s responses.

Members took note.

46. To note the concern of the Clerk that allotment rents have not been reviewed for at least four years, that there is a lead time of twelve months before any agreed changes can be put in force; and the Council has no mechanism in place to discuss appropriate matters with allotment tenant representatives.

Members took note of the concerns expressed by the Clerk and agreed it will have to be the new council to agree any changes to facilitate management of the allotments.

47. To note the Council is required to offer its employees membership of the Local Government Pension scheme and to propose that a Resolution is placed before the April Council Meeting identifying all the posts to come under the LGP scheme.

Members RESOLVED to note, and that a RESOLUTION is placed on the agenda of the next Council meeting.
