16/11. To approve any items to be discussed under Part B

No items were proposed
17/11. To consider a request by the Axe Valley Heritage Association for a grant towards their Armed Forces Day exhibition in the Town Hall.

It was Resolved to make a Section 137 grant of £100 to the Axe Valley Heritage Association.

18/11. To consider a request for a grant from the Seaton Queen’s Float

It was Resolved to make a Section 137 grant of £200 to the Seaton Queen’s Float.
19/11. To consider correspondence and trial report relating to salt spreading equipment with a view to possible purchase

Members noted the salt spreader trials report and Resolved not to express an interest in the purchase of either piece of equipment.
20/11. To offer to EDDC at least 10 possible names for the roads on the regeneration site.

It was Resolved to offer:-

1 x Royal Observer Corps name

1 x American forces name

8 x birds (6 as proposed by Cllr V Christmas plus kingfisher and cormorant)
21/11. To consider a report by the DCC Neighbourhood Highway Officer that the tree guards at the western end of harbour Road should be removed on the grounds of safety and the footway reinstated.

It was Resolved to remove all the tree guards with the exception of that surrounding a substantial tree west of the Co-op car park pedestrian exit.
22/11. To consider a request by Cllr Semple for the reimbursement of his costs incurred in attending the NALC Conference at Bristol on 15 June 2011.

This item was withdrawn by Cllr Semple.
23/11. To note the Seaton Development Trust wishes to erect an interpretation board on the searchlight building on West Walk and has requested the Council consider providing insurance cover for it.
It was Resolved to defer this item until the Seaton Development Trust had met to decide ownership of the board. During the debate, Standing Orders were suspended to allow Mrs Cotterill to speak. 
24/11. To consider a complaint by Mr A Davis relating to the failure of the Seaton beach water quality standard to meet the requirements of the Marine Conservation Society Good Beach Guide.

It was Resolved to respond to Mr Davis that the Council shares his concerns but the matter is one for East Devon District Council to take up.
*25/11. To consider the problems arising from the inability of the Chamber of Commerce to obtain public liability insurance cover for the bunting they propose erecting in the town.

Cllr Mrs Sedgwick reported the Chamber of Commerce had now obtained insurance cover for their bunting and it was agreed there was no need to discuss further.
26/11. To propose that further consideration be given to the decision to locate a noticeboard in the Square, particularly in the light of potential highway issues as advised by DCC.

It was Resolved not to proceed with the provision of a new board for the Square but to refurbish the old one and locate it in the original position. The matter of how to deal with the £5000 set aside for the new board will be discussed at the July meeting. 
27/11. It is proposed that name badges be provided for Members (Cllr Mrs G Sedgwick).

It was so Resolved.
28/11. It is proposed the Town Council provides an information board showing shops, business and places of interest, to be sited on the seafront (Cllr P Burrows)

It was Resolved to defer this item.
29/11. To consider the monthly financial report.

Members took note and express their thanks to Mrs Sue Mackay for the comprehensive report she had produced. It was noted the Town Development Manager’s budget should be broken down into sub-headings.
30/11. To consider Councillor participation in the periodical PACT surgeries.

It was Resolved the Chairman attend PACT surgeries, but when unable to attend, the Chairman should seek a Member replacement.
31/11. It is proposed the Council pays the costs incurred by Seaton’s Voice in filling and watering the 7 hanging baskets outside the Town Hall (Cllr Mrs G Sedgwick)

This proposal was not carried.
32/11. To propose for costing for the Jubilee Clock be sought (Cllr Mrs H Sanham)

It was agreed to defer this item to the July Council meeting.
33/11. To consider the institution of a regular inspection programme covering play equipment.

It was Resolved to ask East Devon District Council if they would take on the regular inspection of the Council’s play equipment.
