5. To consider a request by a resident for the provision of a litter bin on Seaton Down Hill alongside the current Dogbin (approximately 150 metres below the picnic site).

6. To offer to East Devon District Council ten street names for the Harbour Road regeneration site commercial and residential developments

It was Resolved to defer to the next meeting, and to write to the press and Seaton Primary School to canvass suggestions for the street names of the development.

7. To approve the purchase of a replacement computer for the Tourist Information Centre.
