114 Declaration of Interest

Cllr Burrows repeated his declaration as a member of EDDC.

115.  Preparation of a three year action plan. (Cllr Mrs H Sanham)

It was AGREED that the Chairman would discuss this informally with members and submit a draft list to the Clerk.
116. Repairs to the Labyrinth (Cllr Mrs V Christmas)
Six invitations to submit a tender had been sent out but only two responses had been received. A detailed specification for the works was yet to be drawn up.  Cllrs Mrs Christmas and Mrs Sanham were to meet Dave Kelf to discuss the works.

Some funding towards the cost was available from other sources.

RESOLVED 1 that those tenders that have been received be considered.

2 that the Town Council provides up to £3,000 towards the cost.
3 that provided the cost could be met from the funds that are available, the Clerk in consultation with the Chairman be authorised to accept a quote and commission the works.
117. To appoint members to the Personnel Committee (Cllr R Morgan)

This item was deferred.
118. Devon County Council Councillors funding. (Cllr Mrs G Sedgwick) Cllr Knight had £25,000 for Capital Projects and £1,700 in his Locality Budget to put towards projects in the area.
RESOLVED: that members submit their ideas to the Town Clerk and that this is included on the agenda for 10th October 2011.
119. Water feature in Seafield Gardens 
EDDC were consulting on possible future uses for the water feature area at Seafield Gardens.

Members discussed the previous decision not to pay for maintenance of this area.  Comments from the public had suggested three possible uses for the area: re-instate the water feature, re-design the area as a public performance / exhibition space, and establish a sculpture park.

RESOLVED: 1 that EDDC be requested to extend the time period for consultation

2 that this matter be considered at the next ordinary meeting.

120. Queen Elizabeth II Fields Challenge (Cllr Mrs H Sanham)

The Council had agreed upon a list of those areas that it wished to include in this challenge but it was thought that this had not been followed up.

RESOLVED: that the Clerk be requested to investigate this and follow up on action
121. The moridunum (Cllr Mrs V Christmas)

Seaton in Bloom had identified this as an area for attention but ownership was complex.  The Seaton Art group were interested in doing some work to improve the appearance.  Any future plans should be linked to plans to improve the whole of the seafront.

RESOLVED: that the Clerk investigates this further and report to a future meeting.

122 Request Otter Rotters to provide a skip for garden refuse.
Cllr Palacio had nothing more to report on this.
