No public or press were present.
3. S106 Funding
Sulina Tallack, EDDC S 106 Officer  attended the meeting to explain the background to S106 funding particularly in Seaton.

S106 allowed the Planning Authority to negotiate with applicant for planning permission for contributions to local amenities.  These contributions needed to be reasonable and relate to the development that was proposed.

Total receipts for Seaton were £306K which had been spent on various projects.  £88,000 was available for sports and play projects.  ‘Sports’ were defined by Sport England and details were available on their website.  

A community consultation had taken place which had produced a list of preferred projects.  The first was putting a roof over the swimming pool at Seaton Primary 
School.  This was currently being planned.  The second was the provision of an outdoor multi-gym at Seafield Gardens and this had been opened on 17th September 2011.  This left £13,000 from the current funds.  The next item on the list was assessed to cost £15,000 and so it was suggested that one way forward would be to allow funds to build up before the next project was started.  If a new project was suggested or with the passage of time, the Community consultation would need to be repeated.

There were also funds to cover the cost of maintenance of sports and play equipment.  Here the Town Council could take a lead in prioritising areas for action and these could include play areas owned by EDDC.

The S106 Agreement for the Tesco development was tied up with no scope for change.

The developer for the Seaton Heights site had asked to renegotiate the terms of this agreement due to falling property values.

In the case of major applications, the opportunity was taken to seek a contribution to public art.  The use for the money was at the discretion of the developer but there was scope to put forward suggestions.  These should be sent to Sulina, Donna Best and Andy Carmichael at EDDC.

Sulina agreed to supply details of the S106 Agreement for the Racal site, although this was in Axmouth Parish.

Sulina also asked if the Town Council could let her know when development takes place so that the terms of any Agreements could be chased up.

The Chairman thanked Sulina for coming to the meeting.
