46/11.   Committee Minutes

48/11 Planning applications
11/2142/FUL Retention of pitched roof over garage – 14 Durley Road Seaton EX12 2HW (Mr J Pinchin)  - No objection

11/1967/OUT Construction of 5no. dwellings and associated works (outline permission with details of appearance, landscaping and scale reserved) – Land South of Bramble Hill Seaton Down Hill Seaton (Mr Lynch-Staunton) – 

OBJECTION.  The Town Council’s previous objections to this development are still valid.  The development will result in over development of the site  and the loss of privacy for existing dwellings; the development is out of keeping with the area, the design and layout do not meet the criteria of the Seaton Design Statement, the Archaeologist’s reports strongly recommends that this development should not take place, loss of trees which is contrary to the Seaton Design Statement and EDDC Policy C2,  conflict with D24 Flood Plain of DCC Strategy Plan, possible highway implications due to restricted visibility leading on to Seaton Down Hill.  There is a concern that this application could lead to similar applications in other parts of the Town which would also be unwelcome for a variety of reasons, similar to those expressed for this site.

11/2026/FUL Construction of conservatory on side elevation - 60 Lydgates Road Seaton EX12 2XX (Mr Elbro) – NO OBJECTION

11/2134/FUL Construction of “click and collect” unit within supermarket car park – Land Adjacent Harbour Road Seaton (Tesco Stores Ltd)  OBJECTION The proposed operating hours are unacceptable in this location.  They will result in excessive light pollution to the detriment of residents and wildlife in the area, excessive noise pollution to the detriment of residents and wildlife in the area.  In this regard, the Town Council supports the objection submitted by the Misses Popple who point out that dwellings in the area have greater restrictions on noisy activities.  The Town Council suggests that operating hours of 8.00am – 10.00pm, Mondays to Saturdays and 10.00am – 4.00pm on Sundays would be more acceptable.

50/11.  Harbour Road Improvements – 

DCC had submitted proposals for street furniture and crossings in Harbour Road.

RESOLVED that the following comments be passed to DCC:
Bus Shelters. The Town Council feels that the open side of these should be away from the road to protect those waiting for a bus from splashing by traffic etc. The Town Council is aware of great concern over the positioning of both the shelters as one will interfere with the operation of the Sure War Shop and businesses in Seaton need all the help that they can get, and the one opposite will interfere with the enjoyment of one of the flats and will result in the loss of parking spaces.  The Town Council asks if  there is  scope to adjust the positions slightly to reduce these concerns?

The Council supports the provision of replacement trees. The Seaton Design Statement gives guidance on species. The Town Council also asks that mature specimens should be planted to give an immediate impact to the street scene.  It may be possible to re-use tree guards that have been removed although most of them will require some repair works.
