b)  11/2186/ADV Display of advertisement including: internally illuminated 2 no. totem signs, petrol canopy signage, entrance sky sign externally illuminated, recycling and welcome displays and various car park signage – land adjacent Harbour Road Seaton (Tesco Stores Ltd)

Members unanimously OBJECTED to these proposals on the following grounds:

1) proposals are not in accordance with national guidance on light pollution;
2) a condition of planning approval had been the production of a detailed lighting scheme including lux levels in the interests of preventing light pollution and the protection of wildlife corridors.  This information has not been provided and therefore the condition of planning has not been met;

3) proposals are not in accordance with the Seaton Design Statement requiring designs to respect the natural environment in which the development sits; 

4) the number of illuminated signs proposed and their size do not meet the requirements and aims of the Seaton Design Statement or Local Plan which seek to protect local distinctiveness and provide high quality gateways.  As the signs are principally for advertising purposes, their number in this unique natural environment is excessive and unnecessary, particularly in view of the size and impact of the entrance sky sign which members believe make the following additional signs unnecessary:  recycling signs (current recycling sites are not lit in that vicinity), sign marked PB, sign marked G1 and sign marked G2 which is adjacent to the Wetlands;
5) Hours of all illumination on the whole development site should be restricted to 11.00pm in accordance with restrictions elsewhere in town and to ensure that as this development is surrounded by housing, its impact on residents is minimised as much as possible;

6) Any signs should be illuminated by down lighters rather then up lighters to minimise effect of light pollution and impact on wildlife and neighbouring residents;
