181/07 BEAT MANAGER'S REPORT
PC Hutter advised that 34 crimes had been committed in July, the majority
being criminal damage. 11 crimes had been detected. He sought the help of
the press in reminding the public to keep vehicles and homes secure and to
keep valuables out of sight. He reported on the community action day held
on 20" July at which advice and help had been offered to residents in a
targeted area.

PC Hutter reported that anti social behaviour appeared to be on the increase
since the introduction of a ban on smoking in public places because more
drinking is taking place outside licensed premises resulting in increased
noise.

CllIr Knight asked PC Hutter if he would request greater police presence at
week-ends at areas such as Jubilee Gardens, Seafield Gardens and Windsor
Gardens. PC Hutter agreed to take this request forward and also advised that
the police were aware of troublesome areas which plain clothes officers
were now monitoring.

PC Hutter was thanked for his attendance and then left the meeting.

After discussion Cllr Greenyer said he would withdraw the proposal. It was
then agreed by 7 votes in favour and 4 abstentions (Cllrs Burrows, Mrs
Roebuck, Greenyer and Mrs Collins) to propose that only the election of the
chairman of this committee should take place in November of each year.

Cllr Knight advised members that EDDC was looking at weekly collections
of tins, bottles, paper and kitchen waste, plus recyclable plastics, with
residuals collected fortnightly. This scheme would be piloted initially on
1,200 houses between Seaton and Axminster in October. It was noted that
East Devon had made improvements in their recycling targets but it was
agreed by 9 votes in favour and 1 abstention (Cllr Meakin) to support the
proposal as submitted.

In discussion it was agreed that it was the few irresponsible dog owners who
spoilt the enjoyment of the majority. Therefore the issue was more about
effective enforcing of the current bye-laws which required more dog
wardens.

It was agreed that Cllr Knight would pass to the EDDC Visioning Group the
need for additional resources to enforce the laws on dog fouling, i.e. more
dog wardens who would visit the beaches and other areas of concern more
often.
