Cllr Knight said that as a District Councillor, he would not vote on any
matter relating to EDDC,;

Cllr Jones declared a personal interest in agenda item 9 (civic reception
for Seaton Twinning Association) as a member of that association;

Cllr Meakin declared a personal interest in agenda item 14(b) (Fermoys
Garden Centre) being acquainted to the manager of another branch of the
company.

MINUTES

Cllr Meakin referred to Minute 91/07 and said the proposal omitted to state
that CllIr Jones required a mandate from the Council to take part in any
discussions on their behalf on highway or other traffic matters. This was
agreed and the minute amended accordingly. The minutes of the meeting
held on 11™ June 2007 were then confirmed and signed by the chairman

The budget and bank balances to date were noted.

TO RECEIVE REPORT ON DRAFT EDDC CATCHMENT FLOOD
MANAGEMENT PLAN FROM Cllrs COLLINS AND MEAKIN
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Cllr Meakin recommended that all councillors read the report because of
its importance, particularly in relation to the town’s regeneration area. He
and CllIr Mrs Collins proposed that the Council respond supporting the
Report, and the Clerk was requested to progress.

TO RECEIVE REPORT ON EDDC VISIONING 2011 MEETING
Received and noted.

TO CONSIDER QUOTATION FOR PROVISION OF EXTERIOR
LIGHT AT WEST WALK TOILETS

The current quote for the provision of lights at West Walk toilets was
approved at £173.10. However, before instructing work to commence, the
Clerk was requested to establish whether the District Council would be
responsible for maintenance and running costs.

TO AGREE BUDGET FOR TWINNING ASSOCIATION
RECEPTION ON 24™ AUGUST 2007

It was agreed by 10 votes and 1 abstention (Cllr Meakin) to set the budget
at up to £300. It was further agreed that food and drink served should be
English and local where possible. The Clerk was requested to arrange. It
was noted that the Carnival Committee would be setting up a bar in the
Town Hall for their event the following evening, and had offered their
facilities for the civic reception if required.

TO CONSIDER SEEKING FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE FROM
EDDC TOWARDS THE COST OF THE TOWN’S HANDYMAN

It was agreed that the Clerk write to Mark Reilly requesting a contribution
from their 2007/8 budget towards the cost of the town’s Handyman. It was
further noted that jobs undertaken by the Handyman on behalf of EDDC
would be charged to EDDC.

TO CONSIDER INVITATION FROM EDDC TO DEVELOPMENT
CONTROL TRAINING ON 18" SEPTEMBER 2007 AT A COST OF
£20 PER DELEGATE

It was agreed that 5 members of the Planning Committee would attend:

TO NOTE AND, IF AGREED, TO APPROVE INCREASE IN
QUARTERLY GARAGE RENT FROM £129.25 TO £164.50 incl vat
The proposed increase was approved. It was noted that the garage was
now used by the town Handyman.

The proposal was agreed and the Clerk was requested to write to all traders
and tourist operators in the town to invite them to a meeting.

a) MrJ Andrews — vandalism in Windsor Gardens

The concerns raised by Mr Andrews were noted and Members agreed
that there was a need to address the problems of vandalism that had
developed in Windsor Gardens. The Clerk was requested to seek a site
visit with EDDC Streetscene to discuss options. The Clerk advised
that a surgery was being held by EDDC Environmental Health in the
Town Hall on 24™ July, for residents to raise issues such as this. She
would bring this to Mr Andrews’ attention.

b) Fermoy’s Garden Centre & Farm Shop — invitation to meet
It was agreed that it would be beneficial for members of the Council to
visit Fermoys as invited, and that the Clerk should pass details to
EDDC with the request that they seek a dialogue.

c) Seaton Twinning Association — invitation to inauguration of boules
pitch, Sunday 26™ August 2007
Noted and accepted. The Clerk was requested to respond accordingly.

d) TRIP — various requests for assistance
Noted. Members agreed that they would support publicity of TRIP’s
activities.

e) Seaton Carnival Committee — request for sponsorship of float
It was agreed to sponsor the Carnival Queen’s Float with £100, half
from the chairman’s account and half from general funds.
